Australia Day is now the largest civic event held in Australia each year.

Interesting Australia Day Facts: The First Fleet (with approximately 1000 people
aboard 11 ships) that arrived from Britain in 1788 carried approximately 700
prisoners from Great Britain. A penal colony was established after they arrived.

Who started Australia Day?
Captain Arthur Phillip

1788. Captain Arthur Phillip, commander of the First Fleet of eleven convict ships
from Great Britain, and the first Governor of New South Wales, arrived at Sydney
Cove on 26 January and raised the Union Jack to signal the beginning of the colony.

When was the first Australia Day?
Australia Day - 30th July

The first ever official national day that was actually named 'Australia Day'! On July
30in 1915, the first official Australia Day was held, which was actually to raise
funds for the World War | effort.
